How to operate Titan Camper Jacks
SAFETY FIRST!

1. Never allow the camper to be occupied while it is being loaded or unioaded.

2. Never raise the rear of the camper higher than the front of the camper.

3. Always check to be sure that all tie-down devices and electrical devices are
disconnected from the vehicle body.

4. Do not load camper on a windy day. The amount of wind that is dangerous
depends on your exposure, weight of the camper, etc.

5. Only store your camper on level ground.

After adjusting jack to vertical position and coating bottom jack stem with anti-seize,
insert bottom stem into socket of tripod. With the crank handle, carefully and firmly
tighten the mounting bolts.

Lower all jacks (winding downward with crank handle) until stems bottom completely
into sockets of tripods. ALWAYS KEEP LOWER BLUE LINE OF DECAL AND TOP
OF TRIPOD ALIGNED TO BE SURE THAT JACK STEM IS ALWAYS FULLY
BOTTOMED INTO TRIPOD.

A. Be sure the tripod legs are fully extended.
B. Be sure the jack screw has bottomed into the tripod.

THIS MUST BE DONE BEFORE ANY ATTEMPT IS MADE TO RAISE THE
CAMPER. Never place blocks or anything else under jack or tripod.

Always be sure that the front of the camper is never lower than the rear.

3 Jack System
Raise each jack about four inches at a time until camper is completely free of truck.
After removal of truck, lower jacks and camper into lowest possible positian.

4 Jack System

Raise one side (both jacks) four inches maximum at a time; then the opposite side
and until camper is completely free of truck. After removal of truck, lower jacks and
camper into lowest possible position.

Be very carful when lowering jacks. Each jack has what is known as built-in stops.
Never exert pressure against these stops because there is danger of damage to the
gears.

When choosing a location for unloading the camper select the firmest ground
available even though the large area pads of the TITAN'S tripod minimize soft,
“sink-in" problems.

LIMITED WARRANTY

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INSTALLATION

It is very important to give consideration to the camper’s weight
distribution when the mounting brackets are installed.

A.

The heaviest side of the camper should be supported by two jacks
and the third should be placed at the balance point on the
opposite side. Keep the mounting brackets which are on the
heaviest side as far apart as possible. (See Fig. A on opposite
page.)

This is important. The mounting bracket’s tace (side which bolts to
jack) should extend only far enough beyond the camper’s side to
permit clearance between the camper and the jack. (See Fig. B on
opposite page.)

Unfortunately, camper sidewalls and floors vary throughout the
industry. This makes it imperative to reinforce the jacks’ mounting
positions to prevent damage which might result from inadequate
structural strength. (See Fig. B on opposite page.)

Having carried out the suggestions mentioned above, use lag
screws and/or bolts to fasten the mounting brackets to the
camper.

The final procedure - locating the carrier brackets on the camper
- is quite simple. Fasten each jack to mounting bracket. One bolt
should be used as a pivot in raising the jack (with stem withdrawn)
until it is parallel to camper body. (See Fig. A on opposite page.)
Make a mark on the camper where the jack ends. Position the
carrier brackets 1” from this mark. Fasten bracket to camper
using bolts and/or lag screws.

Always coat the outside of the bottom 6” of the jack-post inner
tube with an anti-seize material to prevent seizure over time, due
to the close fit of the tubes.

Do not use camper jacks for storage of camper. Camper should
be lowered and stored on a sturdy base.

In order to maintain the long life and zinc-plated finish of the
jacks, it is recommended that the jacks be stored indoors when
not used for long periods of time.

with light grease, and apply a few drops of oil to the
bearings.

3. Apply a good auto wax to the outer surfaces of the jacks to maintain an
attractive appearance. In coastal, rainy or humid areas, we recommend
that a liquid wax such as Mother's Polish, McGuire's or Turtle Wax be applied
to the entire surface of the jacks. Keep the wax intact with a spray wax peri-
odically. An excellent alternate is Mercury’s Corrosion Guard. Repeat each

year.
