Note: For models manufactured during & after 2006, after the battery becomes approximately 75% to 80% recharged, the Battery
Tender JR will go into the absorption mode. At this time the LED will FLASH GREEN. Then after a period of time, possibly as
long as 8 hours, it will go into float / maintenance, storage mode. Then the LED will be solid GREEN.

If you try the recommended actions listed above, and the charger still does not perform correctly, call or email Deltran Customer
Service. Most troubles charging batteries are due to the electrical connections at the battery posts.
